CFP® Mr. Sco has held the designaon of Cerfied Financial Planner ™ cerficaon since
1997. The Cerfied Financial Planner™, CFP® and federally registered CFP (with flame
design) marks (collecvely, the “CFP® marks”) are professional cerficaon marks
granted in the United States by Cerfied Financial Planner Board of Standards, Inc. (“CFP
Board”).
 
The CFP® cerficaon is a voluntary cerficaon; no federal or state law or regulaon
requires financial planners to hold CFP® cerficaon. It is recognized in the United States
and a number of other countries for its (1) high standard of professional educaon; (2)
stringent code of conduct and standards of pracce; and (3) ethical requirements that
govern professional engagements with clients. Currently, more than 71,000 individuals
have obtained CFP® cerficaon in the United States.
 
To aain the right to use the CFP® marks, an individual currently must sasfactorily fulfill
the following requirements:
 

I. Educaon – Complete an advanced college-level course of study addressing
the financial planning subject areas that CFP Board’s studies have determined
as necessary for the competent and professional delivery of financial planning
services, and aain a Bachelor’s Degree from a regionally accredited United
States college or university (or its equivalent from a foreign university). CFP
Board’s financial planning subject areas include insurance planning and risk
management, employee benefits planning, investment planning, income tax
planning, rerement planning, and estate planning;

 
II. Examinaon – Pass the comprehensive CFP® Cerficaon Examinaon.

The examinaon includes case studies and client scenarios designed to test
one’s ability to correctly diagnose financial planning issues and apply one’s
knowledge of financial planning to real world circumstances;

 
III. Experience – Complete at least three years of full-me financial planning-

related experience (or the equivalent, measured as 2,000 hours per year); and
 



 
IV. Ethics – Agree to be bound by CFP Board’s Standards of Professional Conduct,

a set of documents outlining the ethical and pracce standards for CFP®
professionals.

 
Individuals who become cerfied must complete the following ongoing educaon and
ethics requirements in order to maintain the right to connue to use the CFP® marks:
 

I. Connuing Educaon – Complete 30 hours of connuing educaon hours every

Item 4 Other Business Acvies
A. Registered Representave of LPL Financial. Mr. Sco is a registered representave of LPL Financial, an SEC

registered and FINRA member broker-dealer which acts as a qualified custodian. Clients may choose to engage
Mr. Sco in his individual capacity as a registered representave of LPL Financial to implement investment
recommendaons on a commission basis. Clients may also choose to custody investment assets with LPL
Financial.

 
1. Conflict of Interest. When Mr. Sco recommends that a client purchase investment products on a

commission basis or custody assets with a parcular custodian, that recommendaon presents a
conflict of interest, as Mr. Sco may receive a financial benefit from LPL Financial, and therefore have
an incenve to recommend investment products based on commissions or other compensaon to
be received, rather than on a parcular client’s need. No client is under any obligaon to purchase
any commission products from Mr. Sco. Clients are reminded that they may purchase investment
products recommended by Registrant through other, non-affiliated broker dealers, and may choose to
custody investment assets through non-affiliated custodians.  The Registrant’s Chief Compliance Officer,
James Hooks, remains available to address any quesons that a client or prospecve client may have
regarding the above conflict of interest.

 
2. Commissions. In the event the client chooses to purchase investment products through a brokerage

account with LPL Financial, brokerage commissions will be charged by LPL Financial to effect securies
transacons, a poron of which commissions shall be paid by LPL Financial to Mr. Sco. The brokerage
commissions charged by LPL Financial may be higher or lower than those charged by other broker-
dealers. In addion, LPL Financial, as well as Registrant’s Associated Persons, relave to commission
mutual fund purchases, may also receive addional ongoing 12b-1 trailing commission compensaon
directly from the mutual fund company during the period that the client maintains the mutual fund
investment. The securies commission business conducted by Mr. Sco is separate and apart from
Registrant’s investment management services discussed in the Registrant’s Brochure.

 
3. Other Compensaon. In the event the client chooses to purchase investment products through a

brokerage account with LPL Financial, or custody investment assets with LPL Financial, Mr. Sco may
receive compensaon other than commissions from LPL Financial.

The Registrant’s Chief Compliance Officer,
James Hooks, remains available to address any quesons that a client or prospecve client may have regarding
the above conflict of interest.
